i Summary

B @ Letter of Paul to Philippians 2:6-8, teaches us:

“Though being divine in nature, he did not claim in fact
equality with God, but emptied himself, taking on the
nature of a servant, made in human likeness, and in his
appearance found as man. He humbled himself by being
obedient to death, death on the cross.”

B ® The Church in the Modern World of Vatican IT
states this beautiful message about Jesus:
“Human nature as he assumed it was not annulled... He
worked with human hands, he thought with a human
mind, he acted by human choice, and loved with human
heart. Born of the Virgin Mary, he has truly made one
of us, like us in all things except sin.” (also CCC 470)
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m The depth of a Christian’s faith still
gets measured by responding the
question:
“But who do you say that | am?”
(Mark 8:29)
