First Sunday of Advent

That those called to plow the Lord’s vineyard with the sword of His Word and Spirit will
respond with generosity in serving Him as a priest, or consecrated religious, we pray to the
Lord.

Second Sunday of Advent

Third Sunday of Advent

Fourth Sunday of Advent
For a deeper trust and docility to the Holy Spirit among persons discerning a call to serve
Christ as a priest or in the consecrated life, we pray to the Lord.

Easter Sunday

Second Sunday of Easter
